This job was very deadline- intensive and dependent on close team work.

Being the sole designer I took all briefs from conception to print and was required to work to budgets and deadlines. During my time there I learnt self-reliance and was then able to work both autonomously and as part of a large team including printers and manufactures.

During this time I had a variety of contract jobs whilst I considered where I wanted to go in my life. I had always been keen on and good at visual art. During this time I became very graphically aware, seeing design applied in the real world, its effect on the public and the different types of materials used in the construction. I decided then to obtain the formal qualifications in the necessary disciplines to start my career as a designer.
